Each class day will begin with devotions and prayer. This literature class for grades 5 and 6 will continue to 
develop reading comprehension, spelling, and vocabulary skills through classical children’s literature.  A 
study guide from Progeny Press will be used with each literature selection.  Progeny Press is committed to 
teaching good cultural literature, examined from a Christian perspective.  This class will also include 
grammar instruction using Easy Grammar texts which uses the prepositional approach combined with 
other effective strategies that helps students to understand grammar.  Its simplistic format and excellent 
examples equips students to speak and write correctly.
